[n the 9™ century A.D., during the rule of the Palas,
Hinduism got royal patronage throughout the length
and breadth of the Brahmaputra valley, resulting in
e scale artistic activities in the form of rock-cut
ptures, temples, caves etc. Numerous rock
ings of the Brahmanical pantheon can be seen at
he foothills of 7 Surya pahar and its adjacent areas.

Here one stone slap contains the carvings in
the circular form. The central figure is identified as

Prajapati carved inside an inner circle while the
surrounding outer circle is in the form of twelve lotus
petals. Each lotus patels has the seated figure of an
Aditya. These twelve Adityas are in fact twelve “solar
divinities® viz. Dharti, Mitra, Aryaman, Rudra,
Varuna, Surya, Bhaga, Vivasvan, Pushan, Savitri,
Tvastri and Vishnu. Therefore, sun worship at Sri
Surya pahar can be attested with the iconographic
representation too. However, through these rock-cut
sculptures it is fairly manifested that the predominant
religion was Brahmanical Hinduism and the Principal
Deities were Aditya, Siva and Vishnu.

(ii) Buddhist Remains : Vestiges of
Buddhist relics in the form of rock cut votive stupas
at Sri Surya pahar are highly significant as it is
commonly believed that the Buddhism was not

interesting feature of this srupa complex is that in the
9"-10" century A.D., when the area was pre-
occupied by the followers of Hindu pantheons,
attempts were made to carve Siva lingas along with

One elliptical stupa was carved on a small boulder

and lying within two huge boulders isan interesting

piece of Art, which is very rare in eastern India, and

its dates back to the 1% century A.D.

The discovery of terra-cota plaques
(fragment) with figure of Buddha in regular excavation
and picked up from surface undoubtedly speaks that
Buddhism did flourish in Lower Brahmaputra valley,
specially in and around Sri Surya pahar during the
early part of the Christian era and continued up to the
10" century A.D. Further development of the faith in

the later phase could not be seen at the site although
the neighbouring territories of Bihar and Bengal

Jainism could not flourish in this vast North-East

Region. This is a solitary example for the existence of
Jain Heritage inside the natural caves of Sri Surya

pahar. Remains of Jaina affiliation in the form of
inscription and rock carvings are assigned to ninth
century A.D. The two figures carved inabig grani.te
boulder are in low relief.

Notable discovery
from the area is the sculpture of Mahisasuramardini,
Ganesha and a few stone architectural members.
Another discovery from the site is a small water tank
popularly known as ‘Ganesh Kund' . Along water
channel can be seen on the eastern side of the kund.

Archacological Survey of India has exhibited
most of the antiquities unearthed from the excavation,
and displayed at the site museum. Antiquities are mostly
of terra-cotta but a few stone carvings and sculptures
found from the site are also displayed. Some of the
important exhibited antiquities among the stone
sculptures are the images of Mahisasuramardini,
Gajasimha, stylistic peacock tailed frog, terra-cotta
plaque with image of the Buddha, stela fragment
depicting the Vidhyadharas and Kirtimukha. Among
the terra-cottas notable are plaques of the human

figures, mythical animal, kirtimukhas, amalaka
fragment, decorated lion head, moulded fish,
decorated bricks, tiles of floral and geometric designs
are remarkable. The central gallery of the site museum
js provided with wall paintings depicting the clultural
settings on the background of the Sri Surya hill. The

10" century A.D.

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the vestiges of three principal religions of India, viz,
Brahmanical, Buddhist and Jain. Relics of these three
principal religions can be seen at Sri Surya pahar from
the early centuries of the Christian era and flourished
as the centre of Brahmanical, Buddhist and Jain faith
like that of Elora of western India. According to a
popular belief, there exists one less than a lakh
Shivalingas in Sri Surya pahar, which tragically fails
it to claim the place as Kashidham. However, this
place can be considered as second Kashidham. A
great fair called ‘Sri Surya Mela’ or “Vishnu Yogya
Mela Utsav” is held every ‘Maghi Purnima’ (the
full moon of January-February) in the Sri Surya Pahar
site for three days, starting from the full moon of the
day with various religious rites and rituals. Thousands
of devotees and visitors throng there during this
period. Visitors from other places, including
foreigners, visit this famous site with enthusiasm.

Tukreswari Temple :

This temple is situated in Tukura hill by the
side of National Highway 37, about 20 km. south-
cast of Goalpara town. The Tukreswari temple isalso
a famous religious spot. Itis newly constructed with
C.I. Sheet roof in 1905 after the old one was

destroyed by the devastating earthquake of 1897.
This Tukreswari temple is associated with Sati, the
wife of Lord Siva, a portion (tukura) of whose body
is said to have fallen here. That is why the name of
this place and the temple is called Tukura and

Tulreswari respectively.

Traditionally, it is also believed that this name
was said to have been originated from a cowherd
named tukura,asa result of supernatural activities of
2 cow. After getting order in dream by a goddess the
Bijni king constructed this temple granting Devottar
and Brahmottar land to the priest of the temple.
There are two temples at the top of
Tukreswar hill, oneisa Shiva temple and the other is

known as Joya-Bijoya temple. During the festival of
Durga Pujabuffalo was sacrificed here with devotion.
Once there was a large number of monkies of whom
one was leader or king. The king among the monkies
was respected by other monkies. Any offerings to
them will be accepted first by their king and afterwards
received by other monkies. As per the local tradition
itis asid that the king took his offerings in a cup made
of silver.

KhodA-i- khin4 :

It is the oldest and the first mosque of
Habraghat area located in the village Habraghat
(Kharija Paikan), at a distance of about 1 km north
of Krishnai town. Unfortunately, no authentic
inff)rmation is available relating to its origin. It is
believed that this mosque was built by Sultan Hussain
Shah during his reign in western region of Kamarupa
upto Hajo in 1502-1519 A.D. But the original
mosque is completely demolished most probably by
the devastating earthquake of 1897. At present, anew
mosque of an ordinary building is constructed on this
place. There is a mdzdr of a darvesh besides the
mosque, but it has not yet been identified.

As this mosque being the earliest one that
existed in Habraghat, it was an important centre of
the local Muslims in regards of socio-religious aspects-
In the early periods, all the Muslims of Habraghat
area would perform their ndmdj and other principal
religious practices in this mosque led by the imdm of
the Syed family of Dakaidol who was the care taker
of the dargdhl. The name of the mosque ‘khodd-i-
khdnd’ is quite significant relating to its origin and the
word ‘khdnd’ denotes the house or place (Per.-
khdnad) of Khodd, where ndmdj and other religious
rites and practices were performed in the name of

Khoda or Allah was called ‘ khodg-i-khang’ instead
of masjid.

Caves of Jogighopa :

There are some small caves in rocky cliffs
over-hanging the Brahmaputra at Jogighopa, opposite
Panchratna hill. These caves have been sanctified by
their association with various ascetics who lived there
from time to time. It is said that in ancient time the
Jugis and Rishis were meditating here in calm and
comfortable situation. At present there are six caves
in this place, although it is said that there are 18 caves
in this hill and some of them are very difficult to visit.
On its eastern part, there 1s a cave named Subasini,

where a stone courtyard, sufficiently wide and length,
can be seen. The local people traditionally believe
that the marriage of Siva and Parvati was celebrated
here. Opposite to Jogighopa, there are also some
caves in the Pancharatna hill on its northern part beside

the river Brahmaputra.

Sri Sri Shyamrai Satra :

The Shyamrai Satra, the centre of Vaishnavite
culture and religion was established in the centre of
the Goalpara town about 366 years ago. Since then,
the Satra has been continuing upholding the Vaishnavite
culture. One of the very important aspects of the Satra
is that the Satra authority has preserved the asrhi (a
piece of bone) of Srimanta Sankardeva which is
exhibited in the Satra campus during Sankar Jyanti

period, i.e. in the month of Sukla Dasami
(September-October). Nam-Prasanga and other
religious performances are held regularly including the

observance of the religious festivals every year. The

The situation has been further aggravated by
the supposed Iranian support of the rebels—the extent
of which is still unclear.

Impact of the Crisis

After Egypt, Libya, Yemen would be the latest

country to show signs of the failure of Arab Spring.
The crisis in Yemen has the potential to worsen the
‘situation in an already volatile region. The US
considers the Al Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula
(AQAP) a big threat due to their technological
expertise. But the rise of the Houthis has been a
setback to the US campaign against AQAP.

The Yemen crisis has sharpened the divide
between the Shia and Sunni nations of the region.
Yemen is strategically important because it sits on the
Bab al-Mandab strait, a narrow waterway linking the
Red Sea with the Gulf of Aden, through which much
of the world’s oil shipments pass. Egypt and Saudi
Arabia fear that a Houthi takeover would threaten
free passage through the strait. The Gulf countries
would lose out financially with such a change.

The Saudi Intervention
When President Hadi reached out, the Saudi
government launched the Operation Decisive Storm
to take on the Houthis. However most experts have
predicted that the Saudi bombing and airstrikes will
worsen the situation. Along with mass displacement
and collateral damage, the Saudi intervention has also
strengthened the resolution of the Houthis to continue
fighting. As Yemeni political scientist Gamal Gasim
oints out — “The immediate reactions of Houthi
Jeaders t0 the Saudi air strikes have been resolute,
expreSSing a strong determination to continue fighting

an.d to make the neighbouring kingdom pay a heavy
price forits actions.”

Jearning can be inferred, even if it is not directly observable, through the
performance of the leaner whichis related with various psycho-physical
factors like capacity to understand, memory, recall, interest, ability etc
As teachers, we ar€ especially concerned with learning and 'its
persuits in the classroom. Actually classrooms can be justified to the extent

that they provided for an aid effective learning but the value of classroom
as an appropriate learning situation raises the question of "What is learnt?"
Whether it is rote learning, problem~solving, concept-learning, skill-learn-
ing that must be scientific rather than traditional. To deal with learning ina
scientific manner it is necessary to define the behavioural dimensions of
the learning process. We have to focus on some aspects that must be said
to happen in learning.

Learning is skill and can be improved, but oppertunity to develop
the students' learning ability, - identifying their own Jearning styles and
methods that work for them is the key factor. Learning something new
always takes commitment and self discipline as well as conscious practice.

One's conception of what learning is and one's moti-
vation to study will determine his/her success. One
have to solve the problem, even ifit is demanding,
which will come on the way of his/her ]earning.

headlines. The momentous anniversary seemed to be occupyin;g people'g
minds to the exclusion of all else.

November 7 brought a different headline.The Times printed, in
huge letters, "Revolution in Science-Newtonian Ideas Overthrown" z;nd
went on to describe the previous evening's meeting of the Royal Society
In this, the results had been announced of the expedition to the Gulf of
Guinea to view the solar eclipse. The observation of the expedition had

been more than satisfactory: the paper quoted the Society's President:

. "This is not the discovery of an outlying island but of a whole con-
tinent of new scientific ideas—it is the greatest discovery in connexion with
gravitation since Newton enumerated his principles..."

In effect, the expedition's observations of stars during the period
of the sun's total eclipse had verified the whole of Albert Einstein's theory
of relativity, the astonishing theory of high-speed motion, the new, half-
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understood physics which seemed to unify all the
branches of the subject. The old Newtonian theories
were now proved inadequate when dealing with ob-
jects moving at tremendous speeds approaching that
of light (186,000 milesa second), thongh they woulc
remain accurate, Einstein had calculated thata clock,
a timekeeping mechanism of whatever construction,
which chanced to be travelling at 161,000 miles a
second, would be registering time at exactly twice
the rate of clock which was-relative to it-stationary.
It would register that speed simply because time itselt
had speeded up. Notonly time altered at these speeds;
so did mass and dimension: at the same speed,aman
travelling head first through space would be exactly
half his usual lenght. (Butasany yardstick he might
carry to check this alarming fact would have shrunk
by the same amount, he would be unaware of the
change.) .
These phenomena, and many more besides,
had been arrived at by Einstein through a process of
reasoning and mathematics. None of them apart ﬁgm
a peculiarity in the orbit of the planet Mercury, which
his theories explained, had been obse?rved or even
cuspected. There seemed little in.mledlate chance of
checking on the beb aviour of objects at the speed of
light, but it was generallyconceded that if light coulc
be observed to bend as it passed near the sun—2 phe-
nomenon predicted from the same c?al.culanon and one
which most scientists considered ridiculous-then the9
whole theory could be taken as accurate.

moved from the sun and therefore much less exposed
to its gravity.

The pictures taken during the eclipse trium-
phantly proved Einstein's theory, the star-images on
the photographic plates were deflected by exactly the
amount he had calculated. There could no longer be
any doubt about the theory of relativity—it worked.
Yet, as the President of the Royal Society wenton to
say, "I have to confess thatno one has yet succeeded
in stating in clear language what the theory of Einstein
reallyis."

No one could. A few scientists understood
the consequences of this new, all-embracing theory
within their own special fields: none could as yet grasp
{he meaning of the theory itself.

Yet a few tears later the theory was the stan-
darc, essential tool of every physicist, the words
"Einstein" and "Relativity" were being bandied about,
with greater or less understanding, over half the world.
At least one reason lay in the remarkable character
of Albert Einstein himself, a strange blend of kind-
ness, intelligence and naivete which gave Relativity a
publicity no other theory in physics had ever enjoyed.

He was born on 14 March, 1879, in the town
of Ulm in Wurttemberg but left with his parents when
he was a year old and moved to the large south Ger-
man town of Munich. His father had started a small
electro-chemical factory there with his brother, and
the family settled into a cottage in the suburbs of the
town while the father busied himself (not too success-
fully) with the commercial aspects of his business and
uncle took charge of the factory. It was from this uncle,
a remarkable man by all accounts, that Albert got hs
interest in scintific and mathematical processes. From
his mother, who was musician, he inherited a deep
love of music.

The family was Jewish and the boy was
brought up in the faith, but as there was no conve-
nient Jewish school, he was sentto a Cathlic one and
studied that faith as well. This peculiarity of upbring-
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ing may have accounted for the lifelong hatred of
prejudice and bigotry which characterized him, the
reluctance to become identified with any particular
nation or group. He developed an interest in science,
deplored "the time one wastes learning Latin and
Greek", and became fascinated by mathematics,
largely through his uncle, who delighted in working
through algebraic problems with him in the evening,
much as a more normal uncle might read a story out
loud. "The animal we are hunting, he's hidden, and

we'll call his 'x' for the moment. But we'll get him, ali

right..."

When the boy was fifteen his father lost
money, closed the Munich factory and went south to
try his luck in Milan. As it was taken for granted that
every educated German had a "Gymnasium" diploma,
Albert stayed behind at his school, the Luitbold Gym-
nasium. But somehow the thought of sunny Italy, not

a bit like cold Munich, appealed so much that he left.
the school, despite his parents' protests, and joinec
them. He was just in time to find his father bankrupt,
unable to support him further. Deprived, Through his
own impatience, of the advantages of a Gymnasium
diploma, the boy looked for some techni cal institu-
tion that might train him for a scientific careec. Even-
tually, after a second migration, to Switzerland, he
found that the Polytechnic Institute in Zurich would
have him.
The Polytechnic had an international reputa-
tion and students flocked to it from all over Europe.
One of these was a young girl from Hungary, Mileva
Maritsch, who seemed to share the young Einstein's
passion for physics. They would work together in the
Jaboratory long after other students had retired to their
lodgings, they became inseparable and within weeks
it became tacitly understood that, some day, they
would marry.

On leaving the Polytechnic, Einstein discov-
ered, to his dismay, that no one would offer him the
sort of work he wanted; after much inquiry he found
himself a post in the patent office in Berne. [{e had
come to love the country so he renounced his Ger-

man ne.ltiona.lity and became a Swiss subject. To com-
plete }m‘; readjustment, he married Mileva, only to find
almost immediately that, outside the laboratory, they
had nothing in common: the girl was an earnest, re-
served, suspicious Slav; he was a vague, happy-go-
lucky, Bohemian. Two sons were born to them kept
the marriage together. ’

. Einstein's work at the patent office was well
pald and interesting: it consisted of making an investi-
gfmon of every invention and it required an ability to
pick ou? basic ideas from descriptions which were
l%sually Inaccurate and badly written. It left plenty of
time for other studies.

. In 1995 Einstein published papers on the pro-
dUCthI? and transformation of light and on electro-
dynamics of moving bodies. These caused a smal;

. stir in the academic world: how could such research

come from an official in a patent office? Investiga-
tions were made and it was decided that the young
man must be taken from his unsuitable post and given
some Junior professorship. Things moved slowly; four
years later Albert Einstein was appointed to the Uni-
versity of Zurich.

Here, life was very different. Th

had to keep up a social standard, wear socks that
'matched and a well-pressed suit. His wife felt at home
in the new atmosphere but they were suddenly very
poor—clothes and furniture cost money. As Einstein
was to remark later, recalling the Zurich days, "In my
Relativity I 'set up aclock at every point in sp;ce—but
in reality, I found difficult to provide even one in my
room."

In 1911 he was appointed to a better-paid
professorship in Prague. Here, there was a large Jew-
ish community, of which he became a member and
for the first time, aware of its problems. The German
attitude to his people was hardening, there were un-
pleasant incidents which in the light of history can be
seen as tiny pointers to the nightmare which lay thirty
years ahead for the Jews of Germany. Therefore when
